. Issue — Natural Resources

. The wildlife overlay map doesn’t follow owner-
ship, but instead, wildlife usage

. We need access/attraction to Teton River to
bring in more fishermen — improved /developed
river accesses

. We need overnight campsites on the river
. Attraction is the lack of development
. There is a lack of good maps and river maps

. Lack of conference centers, retreat center, natu-
ralist retreat, dude ranches, hunting ranches

. There are different mechanisms for how the
northern end can be preserved — TDR’s, Incen-
tives, etc.
