Background: The recently approved changes to application procedures within the City of 
Driggs’ Area of Impact have prompted the need to amend the Planning Department Fee 
schedule. The new agreement with the City of Driggs states that when the application is 
submitted to the County, the Planning Staff will collect the entire fee to be assessed and then see 
that the City’s designated portion is forwarded to them when the file is sent for their review. The 
same method of calculation was utilized as was used for the last revision to the fee schedule in 
2011.    
 
Procedure: We started by identifying the applications that would be included in this new 
process and then we re-evaluated the amount of time each staff member would need for the 
County portion of the review process. The City did the same. After both parties had a revised 
number, County Staff met with Doug Self to review and ensure that the new fees are fair and 
appropriate. The fees did increase slightly compared to what each entity would charge for a 
similar application considered by just one jurisdiction. This was expected though because the 
applications will now be considered by two different offices/staff and much of the time spent on 
each application is project familiarization.  In addition to streamlining fees, we have also made 
efforts to streamline the entire application process and to that end, we have developed joint 
applications for the Area of Impact applications.  This is an attempt to have a predictable process 
with as little confusion for the applicant as possible. 
 
Staff Recommendation:  We recommend you approve these fees for joint applications within 
the Area of Impact for the City of Driggs.  These recommended fees are consistent with state and 
local statute and the public hearing has been noticed appropriately. These fees, as a reminder, are 
intended only to recover the costs to each jurisdiction for time spent processing and reviewing 
development applications.  
 
Recommended Motion: After reviewing the recommended fees for applications within the City 
of Driggs Area of Impact, and finding these recommended fees in compliance with local and 
state statute and that the process has been appropriately noticed, I move to approve the 
recommended fees as outlined in the attached spreadsheet.   
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
